Women's and Children's Advocates
These are two distinct positions at Safe Haven Shelter:

1. Women’s Program - To provide advocacy, crisis intervention, support information, and referrals for women in the shelter and in the community.

2. Children’s Program - Provide childcare and participate and lead activities with the children.

Number of positions: 5+ (per program)

Hours: Minimum of 10-15 hours per week, schedule is flexible  

Duties: 

· Receive and orientate women and children into the shelter.

· Provide Advocacy

· Provide information and referrals

· Handle one-to-one supportive interaction with women/children

· Assist women in goal setting

· Record and document all information

· Respond effectively to business, crisis, and support calls

· Assist women and children in crisis

· Comply with mandated reporting law regarding physical or sexual 

· abuse of children

· Maintain and clean children's play areas and office

· Provide all aspects of childcare including: Outdoor play, changing

· diapers, meals, naptime and appropriate discipline

· Light office work as assigned

Qualifications:

· Knowledge and understanding of the dynamics of violence against women.

· Experience or desire in working with children (preferably all age groups).

· Knowledge of and/or experience working with people from diverse groups.

· Acceptance of cultural, racial, religious, affectional preference and economic differences between people.

· Knowledge, experience or education in Early Childhood Development.

· Ability to handle crisis situations and function under pressure.

· Ability to lift and carry small children (up to 30 lbs).

· Dependable, positive and motivated
